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MISSION:  You need to find your five favorite movies of all time.  Using the power of an online database at www.imdb.com you can query the records for the following information for each movie:

1) Movie Title (This is a good key word to search by)

2) Director  (Search with this key word to find all the movies by a certain director)

3) Stars (Include 3 stars and the role they play in the movie) 

4) Awards (at least two of your films should have won some award)

5) Plot (You need to write a brief description in your own words)

6) Picture (Either of a star or from the movie itself) 

7) Cost (How much it cost to make the movie)

8) Gross (How much money the movie made.  Just cite the USA gross)
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QUICK SEARCH: When you arrive at the Internet Movie Database you will see the quick search on the left-hand side.  Here you can search by movie title.  When you click on the hypertext link for MORE SEARCHES, you will gain access to an impressive set of query tools which you can use to extract detailed information for this mini-project.
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For example, if I wanted to find information about all the films that Ron Howard had directed, I could type in his name in the Cast/Crew input box and click go.  This will return an extensive list of all his work. 

The Internet Movie Database has many ways to query for additional information that are quite powerful.  For example, in Advanced Searches I could look for a movie where John Wayne and Kim Darby worked together.

There is even a “fuzzy-logic” search that will help you if you do not know the exact spelling.

Gather your information online and put it into a PowerPoint presentation.  Begin with a title slide that contains your name, cs160 and a catchy title for your movie search.  Then you can use a bulleted list, table or blank slide autolayout to hold the required information for each of your 5 movies.  Limit the size of your presentation to 12 slides.

TIP: If you right click on a picture, a menu will appear and you can copy the picture and paste it into PowerPoint.  Remember to include a text box to credit the source of your picture.

PRINTOUT- Print your presentation as HANDOUTS, 3 slides per page.  This handout will be turned in along with your PowerPoint file.  Save it as your name movies.ppt
